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Class/Rehearsal

*Rehearsals are held Thursdays from 5:45-6:40pm at the Stow
Town Hall.

Grades 3-6 meets Thursdays from 4:45-5:40pm and Grades 7+ meets

*Good attendance is important for members. Rehearsals are
like putting together a jigsaw puzzle — if one piece is missing, it is much
more difficult to assemble the others and the picture is different.
Therefore, to ensure a positive feeling of support and community within
the group, students who miss more than 2 rehearsals in a session
without prior notification will be given an appropriately simplified
part in the production.

Dancers Workshop Membership Fees

*Dancers Workshop Membership Fees are $285 for the
Fall/Winter session of dance (September 7, 2023-January 25, 2024.)
This fee includes all rehearsals and performing costs. Tuition for the
required modern creative dance class is $225 for the Fall/Winter
session. The total for the Fall/Winter session, including class and
rehearsal times is $510 plus our annual family registration fee of $25 =
$535.00. A deposit is requested to save your place in class/workshop.
Balance of workshop fees and class tuition will be due by the first
rehearsal; however, payment plans can be arranged. Please don’t let
money prevent you from participating.

Costumes

*Dancers must have a solid black tank/camisole leotard and
black ankle-length fitted leggings for performances. Most other
costumes will be provided by me and will remain the property of the
Creative Dance Center. Occasionally, an additional costume fee will be
requested.

Start of Classes

*Rehearsals begin September 7, 2023. During the first two
rehearsals, the Junior Dancers Workshop (Grades 3-Grade 6) will
rehearse from 4:45-7:00pm and the Teen Dancers Workshop (Grades
7+) will rehearse from 5:15-7:40pm. It is important that dancers attend
these rehearsals as this is when choreography will be set for individual
dancers.
